Your student has enrolled in the Cisco CCNA first and second semester program at GAVC.  This is an exciting class that teaches the student about Local Area Networks (LANs), Wide Area Networks (WANs), and the Internet which is known as the world’s largest network.  By the end of the year, your son or daughter will know how to build a network, attach it to the WAN, and then navigate data through and across the Internet.

When your student attends class the first day, I will send home several forms that need to be signed.  These forms include an Internet Usage Policy, a GAVC Attendance Policy, and a Class Rules form.  You as a parent will be asked to read these policies and help your child understand them. 

Each student is to bring in a blank 1GB or larger flash drive so that I may download the online curriculum for their use at home. I ask that each student have a pen and or pencil every day for note taking. There is a $45.00 lab and book fee payable to GAVC to help defray the costs of the course.

This is a challenging course, but one your child will be able to excel in. I will be asking the students to commit to 30 minutes of study time a day in order to succeed in this course and I ask the parent’s help in sticking to this commitment. Please encourage your student in this endeavor.

Because I will be teaching during class times I would be unable to meet personally with you except by appointment, but please feel free to stop in and spend some time with the class to see what is going on.  I look forward to seeing your son or daughter in class this coming fall.
