Dear Parents & Students:

Welcome to the Welding Program and to the Grundy Area Vocational Center.

The purpose of the Center is to prepare students for the world of work when they leave high school or, in some instances, for further training which will lead directly to a job.  We provide a well equipped classroom/shop facility where many welding skill activities occur.

Knowledge and skills are only part of the requirements for successful employment.  Regular attendance, proper attitude and safety consciousness are of equal importance.  We expect students to attend every day unless genuinely ill or in case of a real emergency.  We expect them to follow class rules, including those involved in safety, cooperate with instructors and fellow workers, produce a quality and quantity of work to the best of their ability, act maturely, accept responsibility, and admit to mistakes.  If this seems a great deal to ask of a student, one need only to reflect upon what employers expect of workers to recognize that they are realistic and necessary goals.


Evaluation processes at the Center, based upon the criteria discussed above, eventually lead to a grade.  Students will be graded on job skills, personal characteristics and attendance record.  It is relied upon by many employers in hiring Center graduates.  The importance of a good record throughout enrollment in the program cannot be over emphasized.


Because most tradesman must provide an assortment of personal tools and because working with one’s own tools encourages pride in workmanship, we require that each Welding student furnish a limited amount of specified tools and protective clothing.  An enclosed sheet specifies the tools and other personal and protective items required of each student.  Please note that the tools do not have to be new, but they should be of good quality and in safe condition.

WELDING
Just the same as any job site where welding is present, students will not be allowed into the shop without denim jeans and work type boots.  Open toe footwear will not be allowed into the shop at any time, welding or not.  Students will be assigned a locker that tools and equipment can be stored in every day.  It is recommended that students have a pair of work jeans and denim shirt that they keep in their locker for use every day. 

The equipment listed below are items the students will need before they enter the shop.  These items may be purchased through the Center or through your own vendor.  The Center has worked out a discounted package price for equipment purchased through us.

Often more times than not, students acquire tools and equipment on their own that is not of sufficient quality and causes the purchase of new and better equipment before the school year is over.  It is highly encouraged that the students purchase this equipment through the Center.  This equipment will last the duration of the program, if used properly.  This, in turn, will save costly repurchases in the future.  For example, the traditional green welding jacket sold at most hardware stores is not enough protection for the entire year given the position welding done in the program.  All equipment purchased through the Center is the same students will use in the field years after their graduation.
